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Section 1 – Introduction

Welcome to Shelf Logic Batch Print

When many, larger sized images are used with Shelf Logic, the screen refreshes can be slow. While we recommend image sizes of 400 pixels, images of larger size may be used for higher resolution output or may be the only size images available.

Shelf Logic( Batch Print lets you speed up the image display when used with large sized images. Batch Print will either Print the images down to 400 (or 800) pixels, or, if you want to keep the large sized images, Batch Print will create thumbnails that Shelf Logic uses for screen display only. The large sized images are still used when printing the plan or creating an image file from the plan.

You can both Print the images and create thumbnails. The thumbnails are 4 times smaller than the Printd images so they still display faster on the Shelf Logic screen. Printing will go faster since the Printd images are then used rather than the original large sized images.

System Requirements

Section 2 – Installation

Installing Shelf Logic® Batch Print

Instructions for First Time Installations 

1. Download your Shelf Logic program from our website: www.shelflogic.com.

2. On the website, logon to the user section with your user name and password. You will see a link to download Shelf Logic Batch Print. When asked, save the file to disk. DO NOT open the file.

3. After downloading  Shelf Logic Batch Print, you will have a file called ShelfLogic_BatchPrint_Install.exe. Double-click on this file to start the installation.

4. Follow the installation instructions. 

The installation program will install Shelf Logic® Batch Print into a folder named “C:\Program Files\Shelf Logic Master Edition” or “C:\Program Files\Shelf Logic Enterprise Edition”

Section 3 – Using Batch Print

The Batch Print Main Screen

When the program is started, you will see the Batch Print Main Screen, as shown below.
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The Main Screen lets you enter all of the needed information to perform the Print. You enter the folder containing the plans, whether you want to print the plan or print a presentation report using the plan. There are many printing options and you can specify a print heading if desired.

You can send the printed output to a printer or to an image file. If sent to an image file, you have a number of options as to how the image file is named.

After entering the needed specifications, click the Start button to perform the Print operation.

Plan Source
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The Source Plan Folder field lets you enter the folder in which the plan files reside. You can use the Browse button to look for the desired folder. 

In the example below, the plan files to print reside in the “H:\Shelf Logic\Plan Files” folder.
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Print Options

You have the option of printing the plan or printing a Presentation Report (Enterprise Edition only).

Print Plan
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If you select to print the plan, the Print Options button will be active and let you specify printing options such as printing images or line art, what to print within the product boxes, and more. Details later in this manual.

Print Presentation Report

If you select to print a Presentation Report, you need to enter the name of the Presentation Report. You can use the Browse button to search for the report.
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In the example above, we’ve entered” C:\Program Files\Shelf Logic Enterprise Edition\Reports\Category Report.PMG” for the name of the desired Presentation Report.

Print Destination

You can send the plan or Presentation Report to the printer or to an image file.

To Printer
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Checking the To Printer option, as shown in the figuer above, will send the output to the printer.

To Image File
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Checking the Save as Image File option, as shown in the figuer above, will send the output to an image file and put it into the specified folder. Enter this folder’s name in the Destination Folder field.

Heading

There are a number of choices available if you want to have a heading.
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No Heading

If you select the No Heading option, then no heading will appear. 

Plan Title

If you select the Plan Title option, then the plan title, as it appears in the Pln Poperties Wndow, will be used for the heading. The Plan Properties Window is availablehen using the Master Edition or Enterprise Edition.

Use Image Name

If you select the Same as Image Name option, then the image name will be used as the heading. If you  are using the file name for the the heading, if you check the Include Image Name Path checkbox, then the path will be included with the image file name as the heading.

Text

If you select the Text option, then you can enter the heading. This will be the same heading for all plans printed. Enter the desired heading if you choose the Text option.

Selecting Heading Font

You can select any font style and size for the heading. Click on the Choose Heading Font button and you can select any font.

Image File Name

If you are saving the printed output to an image file, you will need to have a unqiue name for each image saved. You can  create a ‘compound’ name with up to 5 parts.
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Each pull down is a possible part of the name and each has several choices.
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Text
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If you select Text for this part of the name, you can enter any text. This will be the same for all saved image names.

If you choose Plan Name, then the name of each plan (that’s used as the source of the plan or presentation report) is used for this part of the saved name. The path is not included as part of the Plan Name.

Partial Plan Name
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The Partial Plan Name option lets you select a section of the plan name for this part of the file name. You will enter the position of the first character desired and the ending position of the plan name. So, for example, if the plan name is “Endcap 12 feet” and you just want to have “Endcap”, the From Character Nbr is 1 and the To Character Nbr is 6.

Sequential Number
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Selecting the Sequential Number option will generate a sequential number for each saved image file. You can indicate the Starting Number, and the number of character to pad the number with. You can also select the Pad Character. The sequential numbers are right justified within the number of pad characters.

Example: Starting Number is 9
5 Pad Characters 
0 as the Pad Character

The sequential numbers would be:

00009
00010
00011

etc.

The numebr are right justified with 5 characters and padded with zeros.

Sequential Letter
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You can also have sequential letters as part of the file name. You can select the starting letter and if the letter is in upper or lower case. At the letter “Z” (or “z”), the sequential lettering stops so this method is only good for up to 26 plan files.

Examples

Let’s look at some examples of file names.

Example 1. This just uses the plan’s name for the name of the saved image file.
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Example 2. This has two parts. The first is text and is “Planogram - ”. The second part is a sequential number starting at 100.
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The file names generated with this would be: “Planogram – 100”, “Planogram – 101”, “Planogram – 102”, “Planogram – 103”, etc.

Example 3. This uses the first 5 characters of the plan name and adds the word “Region” as the second part of the file name.
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
